Definitions:
Agency: The government department, entity, or organisation responsible for the building being assessed. 
Agency contact name:  The person completing and submitting the form, or the primary contact GPO should speak with regarding this NABERSNZ assessment. 
Agency contact email: Direct email address for the agency contact.
Building location (name/address): The official name of the building (if applicable) and its full street address.
Building type: 
· New building: A building that has been recently constructed or newly completed and is being assessed for the first time under the minimum NABERSNZ target of 5 stars (GPO requirement for new buildings).
· Existing building: A building that has been in operation for some time and is being assessed under the minimum NABERSNZ target of 4 stars (GPO requirement for existing buildings).
Rating type: Select the type of NABERSNZ rating being undertaken:
· Whole building: Measures the combined energy performance of both the base building and the tenancy areas.
· Base building: Measures the energy performance of the building’s core services (lifts, stairwell lighting, common toilets, air conditioning, ventilation). This typically has the biggest impact on overall building performance.
· Tenancy: Measures the energy used by the tenant-controlled areas (lighting, computers, meeting rooms, data centres/server rooms, kitchens, etc).
Assessment status 
· Not started: No work has begun on preparing for or undertaking a NABERSNZ assessment.
· Planned: The building is scheduled to receive a NABERSNZ assessment within the next two years. Funding has been requested or confirmed.
· Underway: Funding is confirmed, and data collection is in progress (e.g., compiling 12 months of electricity/gas bills).
Assessment provider: The company or organisation contracted to carry out the NABERSNZ assessment.
Rating result: The official NABERSNZ star rating awarded to the building by an Accredited Assessor, expressed as a number between 0 and 6 stars (e.g. 3.5 stars, 4.0 stars, 5.5 stars).
Date of assessment: The date on which the Accredited NABERSNZ Assessor completed the formal energy performance assessment for the building.
Date data collection started: The date you began compiling the required 12 months of energy consumption data for the assessment.
Date of assessment expiry: The date on which the current NABERSNZ rating is no longer valid. A rating is valid for 12 months from the date the Accredited Assessor completed the assessment. 
Date of next assessment: this depends on whether the minimum required rating was achieved:
· If the minimum rating was not achieved → another assessment is required within 12 months of the last one.
· If the minimum rating was achieved → the next assessment is required within 3 years of the assessment date.
Energy data sources: The types of energy used in the building that are included in the NABERSNZ assessment. Common sources include electricity, gas, diesel or LPG (if used for boilers, generators, or heating), and other fuels relevant to building services. 
Data Quality notes (optional): A space to capture any issues, gaps, or considerations related to the energy data supplied for the assessment. Examples include missing utility bills or partial billing periods, meter faults, estimated vs. actual meter readings or changes in building occupancy. 
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
